08 Alien Registraion

Once you arrive in Korea, you should visit the local Immigration Office and apply for an
Alien Registration Card. You must register within 90 days from the date you entered Korea.
The Alien Registration Card will be issued within two weeks of the application being
submitted. You should always carry the card with you.
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
